Saadiyat Cultural District

1. Louvre Abu Dhabi is the first of four museums on
Saadiyat Island.

. It was established in 2007 when UAE and France
signed an agreement for a new kind of cultural
institution.

. Since its opening in 2017, more than 4 million
visitors and 140,000 students and teachers have
visited the museum galleries, temporary exhibition
spaces and the Children's Museum.

The Architecture and

1. The galleries tell the story of humanity in 12 galleries or chapters.

2. Each chapter reveals common connections between humankind.

3. The permanent galleries hold more than 600 artworks on
display, including over 100 masterpieces.

4. Several temporary exhibitions are held each year in collaboration
with 16 French museum partners to shed light on key moments

and practices in the global history of art.

The Dome

1. It was inspired by Arabic cupolas, mashrabiya and palm oases.

2. Itis made up of eight layers of stainless steel and aluminium
overhung by 7,850 stars in the layers, creating a unique “rain of light"
effect.

3. It weighs 7,500 tons; almost the same weight as the Eiffel Tower in
Paris, France.

4. Itis supported by only four permanent piers, reinforcing its floating
appearance.

5. It has a self-regulated microclimate that reduces energy consumption
by protecting the buildings and outdoor plaza from sunlight and heat.

6. It reduces energy usage by 31% ,and there is a 27% reduction in water
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use with a 72% reduction in external heat gain.
